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Elaine Cunningham Travels to Australia & New Zealand








On Jan. 16, 2017, my friend Pam Flohr and I flew to Cairns, Australia.  During the approximately 17 hours in the air, we crossed the international date line, so we arrived on Jan. 18.  Knowing that I probably will not return to the area, i did as many excursions as I could.  We took a catamaran to the Great Barrier Reef.  I’m not a big fan of the water, but I can now say that I have snorkeled and viewed the coral!  We also visited the Daintree Rainforest.  Next was Melbourne and a visit to Phillip Island, the home of the world’s largest colony of Little Penguins.  Then to Alice Springs in the Outback.   A beautiful, but desolate area with a visit to the Walpiri Aboriginal people.  Our sunrise hot air balloon ride was calm and beautiful.  Next was a visit to the famous big red rock:  Uluru. We experienced the majesty of the outback with a sunrise camel ride.  Fun!  and bumpy!





Next was Sydney where we had a tour of the world-famous opera house.  After having seen it in pictures for so many years, I was thrilled to see it in person.  It is usually pictured with the Sydney Harbour Bridge in the background.  We took the opportunity to climb the bridge - 770 steps up and 770 steps down!  Amazing!  We visited Koala Park to get up close to koalas, wallabies, kangaroos, indigenous birds, and other creatures.  





We flew to Christchurch, New Zealand where we saw the devastation of the 2011 earthquake that destroyed 80% of the town and witnessed their progress in rebuilding the city.  The Tranz Alpine Express Train took us to Franz Josef Glacier.  The Southern Alps are magnificent.  Milford Sound Fjord is as beautiful as one would imagine.  After a boat ride on the sound and Instead of taking the four-hour bus ride back to our hotel, we took the opportunity for a 45-minute flight-seeing tour.  At Queenstown, we took the “Journey through Middle Earth,” a four-wheel-drive adventure into landscapes where the “Lord of the Rings” was filmed.  Then a jet boat ride on the Shotover River.  More fun!  Then to Mt. Cook - one of NZ’s famous peaks which was covered by clouds, so we couldn’t view it.  Traveling through the South Island’s western farming area, we stopped at a farm for tea and biscuits and a sheep-shearing demonstration.





On Sun., Feb. 5, we took a flight to Fiji where we experienced beautiful weather on the first day - then rain and more rain.  On Monday, we took a sailing ship to Tivua Island.  It poured all day.  We felt like singing the “Gilligan’s Island” theme song.  They sent a catamaran to retrieve us because the weather was so bad!  More rain on Tuesday for our tour of the area around Nadi town.  The roads were beginning to flood.  The people, however, were smiling, walking down the road - often barefoot and without an umbrella or raincoat - seeming to have not a care in the world.  Our one day to rest was to be Wednesday.  Our shuttle to the airport was to be at 6 p.m.  However, because of the flooding, we were told that they would soon close the road to the airport.  They were evacuating Nadi town which was close to our resort, so we left the hotel at 1:30 p.m. which made for a long wait at the airport until our 9:40 p.m. flight home.  We had a 24-day wonderful, very busy, exhausting journey ‘down under’!   I would highly recommend the tour.

Alpha Beta Chapter received the following photo from the Marion Medical Mission. The chapter sent $400 to cover the expenses for the construction of a well in Africa. The photo was taken October 14, 2016 in the village of Matumbo, Tanzania, and will serve 200 people with safe drinking water.





Safe drinking water is difficult to find in many parts of Africa. Wells need to be dug to bring water to the surface for people to drink. One in five children die before their fifth birthday from water-borne or sanitation-related diseases.





The Shallow Well Program provides not only safe drinking water but also the necessary knowledge, skills, and tools to manage and maintain protected water source, so that the supply of water continues in future years. Where shallow wells have been built, water-borne diseases are eliminated.
